2008, translating to $1 trillion in cost 
savings. Investments in energy 
efficiency saved an estimated $19.4 
billion in energy costs for the year 2004 
alone.

�„ Improvements in energy efficiency 
more than pay for themselves. We 
[authors] estimate that dramatically 
increasing energy efficiency would 
require annual investments of $170 
billion over the next 13 years. But these 
investments would generate a return of 
well over $900 billion annually by 2020 
through lower energy costs.
